Workshops & Presentations

In April PATH hosted 4 workshops and 1 presentation

Three of our April’s Transportation Solutions Workshops were organized in
collaboration with Jefferson Area Board for Aging (JABA). We met with JABA
community members in Greene County Senior Community Center (April 2"),
Southern Albemarle Community Center in Esmont (April 10™) and Cecilia Epps
Community Center in Lovingston (April 15th). We also visited Louisa County
Regional Library in Mineral (April 29™).

The workshops provide in-depth information about transportation resources
available through Jaunt, with a special focus on services tailored to each
jurisdiction. Attendees learned how to schedule rides, understand service
areas, and take advantage of features designed to improve accessibility and
convenience. In addition to Jaunt services, the workshop introduced
participants to other key transit services, including Charlottesville Area Transit
(CAT), MicroCAT, University Transit Service (UTS), and Afton Express.

We were also present at Louisa County Public
Schools Resource Expo dedicated to families of

PATH continued partnership with Fluvanna Public Schools and established a new
one with Louisa Public County Schools to launch recurring presentations and travel
training sessions for Special Education students.

During training students learn about the local transportation services provided by
Jaunt, receive guidance on planning trips, and practice booking rides with a real
Jaunt reservationist. The program concluded with a supervised ride, scheduled in
advance by the students themselves.

PATH and school partners plan to continue offering these hands-on learning
experiences, tailored to the unigue needs of participating students.
